Sectors of the economy
1, Primary sector of economy:

Hungary is well-endowed for agricultural production and it has traditionally been an important sector in Hungary’s national economy. We have fertile soils and a high number of sunshine hours. Almost two-thirds of the country’s total area is under agricultural cultivation. Although Hungary accounts for only 3% of the total agricultural area of the EU member states, we play a major role in the production of a number of agricultural products. There is a great demand in the EU market for Hungarian agricultural and horticultural products such as maize, wheat, barley, oilseed, sugar beet, tomato, potato, apple which are rich in flavour. 
However, due to socioeconomic changes and the restructuring of the various sectors in line with international trends, the size and role of Hungarian agribusiness have changed. Some years ago agriculture represented 15% of GDP, but nowadays this figure is only 5%. In line with the prevailing international trends, Hungary has also seen a shift in emphasis from raw material production to the pre- and post-production phases of agribusiness in general. According to a national employment survey, a total of 5% of the active population was employed in agriculture, farming, game and forest management, fishing, mining and quarry. In Hungary basically fossil fuels, limestone and effusive rock is mined. The declining profitability of the sector is clearly indicated by the reaction of smaller farms. 
2, Secondary sector of economy (Manufacturing):

Although industry is a broad term for any kind of economic production, in economics industry is a synonym for the

, in which raw materials are turned into finished goods and products.  Today, industry is an important part of most societies and nations. A government must have some kind of

, regulating industrial pollution, financing and supporting

. Hungary is a medium-developed industrial-agricultural, export-sensitive country and it’s poor in raw materials and energy sources. In Hungary, approximately 25% of the active population works in this field. Industry produces one fourth of Hungary’s GDP. 50% of manufactured goods are produced for foreign markets. 60% of import and 70% of export in Hungary is done with the member states of the European Union. 

3, Tertiary sector of economy (Services):

Services are defined in conventional economic literature as "intangible goods". The tertiary sector of economy involves the provision of services to businesses and final consumers as well as. These services help the customers to get the right product, at the right place, at the right time. The focus is on people interacting with people and serving the customer rather than creating physical goods. The service sector consists of the "soft" parts of the economy such as wholesale and retail trade, public or individual transport, insurance, tourism, banking or other financial services, property business, education, healthcare and social services. In Hungary about 55% of the active population works in this popular sector. Nearly the two-third of the GDP is produced by the service sector. The importance of this industry is increasing thanks to global trends. 
4, Quaternary sector
Some people now describe the economy as having a quaternary sector consisting of very modern services such as ICT, consultancy, research and development especially in the fields of nuclear energy, transportation or robotics, news media, university education and research at universities, libraries, innovations in architecture, archaeology, culture or in the film industry.

It’s logical if a country, a region, a town or a company specialises in a certain sector in order to work more efficiently and profitably.
